And I like
to think my tone is warm," he says, confiding that he uses Al to help draft and
proofread tactical business as usual content. As a senior executive at a multinational
design and marketing firm, this saves Amar a tonne of time - time that he can spend
on more creative pursuits that include designing an ad campaign or tweaking a video
game.

Over the course of the last- few years, Al has disrupted almost all vocations: not
just the creative ones like film, TV, design or animation, but also the more corporate-
oriented fields, whether that is software engineering, accounting, marketing or
healthcare.

Most people I contacted said that at around the same time last year, they were
terrified: of being left behind, losing their jobs and becoming obsolete. But now their
fear, for the most part, seems to have ebbed in favour of cautious optimism. The
'creatives' are slowly realising that AI can aid, but not necessarily replace what
they do, while the 'corporates' are discovering technology's ability to enhance their
output in many little ways. Most have started integrating Al into their work in some

capacity. Some are even prepared for a radical shift in skill sets in the next few years.
Change is coming, and people want to be equipped to handle it.
